AWARDS

Award categories include Oil/Acrylic, Water Media, Photography,
Pastel, Drawing, Other Media, Mixed Media, Printmaking and
Sculpture.

Each category awarded a First Place, Second Place, and
Honorable Mention.

There must be five or more entries in a category for an award to
be given.

An artist may not be awarded more than one award in any given
medium.



EXHIBITION GUIDELINES

Exhibitions are categorized as Juried Artist Member or Open
Juried—they are listed in the Exhibit Schedule Booklet and on our
website at www.capecodartassoc.org (see Exhibition Schedule in
main menu).

Juried Artist Members may submit work to any show throughout
the year unless an exhibit is specified as being limited (In 2017
they are Master Artists, High School, and Camera Club).

Submissions must be from living artists. Cannot be a copy or
done under guidance of an instructor.

Juried Artist Members may submit two pieces of art to juried
artist members exhibits unless otherwise indicated.

No piece of art will be exhibited more than once at the Cape Cod
Art Association.

All entries in all exhibits must be for sale and at a fair market
value. The only exhibit excluded from this requirement is “A
Class Act.”

Artwork cannot exceed 48 x45 inches.

All artwork to be hung must be properly framed, fully dry, and
securely wired for hanging. Gallery wraps with finished edges
of 1-1/2 inches required for unframed art. Poorly presented
work will neither be judged nor displayed.

Sculptures (including plaques) must have a stable base to be
exhibited.

CCAA retains a commission of 30% from members and 40% from
non-members for all works sold.

After six months, artwork will be
considered donated to Cape Cod Art Association.

. CCAA is not responsible for the loss or damage of works. Artists
should provide their own insurance coverage.

. CCAA reserves the right to reproduce accepted works on our
website, and for any advertising or promotional purposes.
Submission into our exhibitions indicates acceptance of these
conditions.

While we do our best to have sold work remain for the entire
exhibit, upon occasion we may allow a patron to take the
painting, rather than lose the sale.

online. If you have used Smarter Entry in the past you must login as a
returning user at the bottom of the page. If you are new to Smarter Entry
you must first register as a first time user. After log in, choose the show
you intend to enter then follow the steps for payment and upload.

JPEG SIZING

If your image is greater than 800 pixels on the longest side, you can
submit as is. Your images will appear large enough to be fairly juried.
Your image must be in JPEG format, at 72 dpi and less than 4MB.
